LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS

Recommended language skills

There are no specific language requirements
(except for medical, nursing and veterinary
students). However, before starting their mobility
period students are strongly advised to have at
least

- abasic knowledge of Italian (level A2) and

- aB1(Bachelor)/B2 (Master) level of English
to be able to study and make the most of the
lectures.

Language certificate
